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Web page guidelines

1.   The UK Alumni Association does not take responsibility for individual postings displayed on affiliated individual club, constituent group or young alumni web pages not in compliance with these policies.

2.   No official postings of negative statements about the University of Kentucky or its faculty, staff, or students shall be displayed on any web pages affiliated with the association or its affiliated individual club, constituent group and young alumni web pages. 

3.   A link to the UK Alumni Association homepage (www.ukalumni.net) must be on all affiliated individual club, constituent group or young alumni home pages. 

4.   A link from the University of Kentucky Alumni Association will be established from the association’s club pages to the affiliated individual club, constituent group or young alumni home page, along with the association’s logo and a ‘join’ button to promote membership.

5..   The University of Kentucky Alumni Association’s Associate Director for Clubs and Programs must be notified before any affiliated individual club, constituent group or young alumni web page goes on-line. The association’s Associate Director for Clubs and Programs will approve the web page and give suggestions for any changes that will need to be made to the page before it is placed on the Internet for public viewing.

6.   Advertising on affiliated individual club, constituent group or young alumni web sites must 
be approved by the UK Alumni Association. All clubs who wish to host their own external site where the ads are not controlled must include a statement on their site similar to the following:  This website may contain links and advertisements that are not managed by the ____________ UK alumni club.  The UK Alumni Association, University of Kentucky, or the _______ UK Alumni Club is not responsible for the content of the advertisements or links.

7.   E-commerce offerings on affiliated individual club, constituent group or young alumni web sites must be approved by the UK Alumni Association. 
8. The association does not take responsibility for any company’s products sold through advertisements or e-commerce services on any affiliated individual club, constituent group or young alumni web page.

9. The use of any university marks or logos must be approved.

10. The website must reference the official club name.  Any reference to the word ‘association’ must be in reference to the UK Alumni Association, not the local club.  
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
